Upgrades from Release 3.4.3
Plug-ins and exits built for release 3.4.3 will work unaltered against 3.5.0
A 3.4.3 client should work with the 3.5.0 server however this combination is not supported. In other words any problems specifically caused as a result of this combination will not be addressed.

2. Description

· To add Cimera CQL (Cimera Query Language) querying capability
· To add Cimera CLI (Command Line Interface) to enable calling from DOS, Powershell etc (See Appendix A)
· To add ability to start/stop scheduler from the GUI
· To set a maximum number of items (default 500) that can be returned from an Item Query

· To make server more resilient against DB timeouts

6. Installation
Please note that in the below instructions if installing on a 64bit server then Cimera will be installed within c:\Program Files (x86) and not c:\Program Files

Installation steps

1. Request all users exit Cimera

2. Stop the 3 Cimera Services on the server.

3. Before upgrading it is essential to backup all Cimera database and data files.

Additionally take a copy of the contents of folder C:\Program Files\Propel Systems\Cimera Server

4. Install the Cimera Server Utilities package on the Cimera server (by opening the .msi file and following the instructions)

5. Copy the “cimera schema 5.2.0.xml” file into the schema folder within the Program Files folder for Cimera Server Utilities. The expected path is: C:\Program Files\Propel Systems\Cimera Server Utilities\schema

6. Install the Cimera Service Setup package on the Cimera server

7. Copy the file “Cimera Exits.dll” from your saved copy in step 3 above to C:\Program Files\Propel Systems\Cimera Server. This ensures that any bespoke exit functionality you may have will continue to function

8. Go into the Windows Services dialog and ensure that the 3 Cimera services are all set to start “Automatic”. If running on Windows 2008 Server change the start for Cimera Index Server to “Automatic (Delayed Start)”

Note that in this release there is an optional new parameter in the server and query server config files (in C:\Program Files\Propel Systems\Cimera Server) to change the maximum number of items that may be returned by an Item Query from the default of 500.
The new config entry is of the following format

  <add key="MaxQueryRows" value="number" />

e.g.
  <add key="MaxQueryRows " value="1000" />

10. Start the Cimera Services in the following order:

· Cimera Server

· Cimera Query Server

· Cimera Index Server

If any services fail to start look for messages in the “Application” section of the Windows Event Log 

11. Install the Cimera GUI Client Setup package on a user’s PC (or the Cimera Server) and start it.
12. Test!

13. Install the Cimera GUI Client Setup package on the remaining users’ PC
7. Reversion

1. Stop the 3 Cimera Services.
2. Use Control Panel “Add / Remove Programs” to uninstall the following:

· Cimera Server

· Cimera Server Utilities

· Cimera GUI Client (if installed)

(This will leave the installation specific config files remaining in the C:\Program Files\Propel Systems\Cimera Server folder)
3. Download the 3.3.1 release install files from http://www.propelsystems.com/private/dsl/_Cimera%20Installs/3.4Build3

4. Install the Cimera Server Utilities package on the Cimera server (by opening the .msi file and following the instructions)

5. Install the Cimera Service Setup package on the Cimera server

6. Copy the file “Cimera Exits.dll” from your saved copy in step 3 of the installation to C:\Program Files\Propel Systems\Cimera Server. This ensures that any bespoke exit functionality you may have will continue to function

7. Go into the Windows Services dialog and ensure that the 3 Cimera services are all set to start “Automatic”. If running on Windows 2008 Server change the start for Cimera Index Server to “Automatic (Delayed Start)”

Restore the Cimera database and data files from the backup taken in step 3 of the installation (this does not include the Program Files backup that you took at the same time)

8. Start the Cimera Services in the following order:

· Cimera Server

· Cimera Query Server

· Cimera Index Server

If any services fail to start look for messages in the “Application” section of the Windows Event Log 

9. Install the Cimera GUI Client Setup package on a user’s PC (or the Cimera Server) and start it.

10. Test!

11. If you installed the client on any other PCs then use “Add / Remove Programs” to uninstall these first

12. Install the Cimera GUI Client Setup package on the remaining users’ PC
Appendix A

Cimera Command Line Interface

The Cimera CLI (Command Line Interface) is invoked by running the CimeraCLI.exe program in “c:\program files\propel systems\Cimera GUI client”

Executing “CimeraCLI ?” shows the syntax and expected command arguments.

The CLI can be executed in interactive mode (by specifying a switch of “-i”). In this instance a number of queries can be run interactively and also the CLI will prompt for essential information (such as server url etc). If the CLI is not run in interactive mode it expects all essential information to be present either as a series of arguments or in the associated config file. When in interactive mode use “q” or “quit” to exit.
The CLI needs to know which server to contact and the user / password etc to use. These are specified as a series of switches (documented in “CimeraCLI ?”). Any non-switch arguments (i.e any arguments not preceded by a hyphen “-“) are treated as queries. For example:

CimeraCLI –server:myserver –queryserver:myserver –dbid:production 
–userid:guest –password:readonly “find server where ciname like ‘svr%’” “find component version where cistatus=’awaiting test’”
This will logon to the server and database and execute two queries. These will be output to the command window but can be redirected to a CSV (see later)

The config file is optional and allows defaults to be specified for the command line switches. It is in the same directory as the CimeraCLI executable, named “cimeraCLI.exe.config” and has the following structure:

Server, QueryServer and IndexServer relate to the Cimera URLs. IndexServer is not required for the current CLI implementation.

DBID is the database to connect to on the server, such as “Production”

Note that if a password is stored in the config file then it should be considered insecure and therefore the associated user should be a read-only user.

When queries are returned to the DOS or Powershell window mode the query results are limited to the object specs of the items (due to the lack of screen space in the window). This is the basic information typically in the format “[typename] item-name [status]”. When the results are output to a file then a full CSV format file is created including all columns and column headers. 
The query syntax is exactly that as used in the Cimera GUI (CQL Query) and the resulting CSV will represent the output as in the Cimera GUI. Queries can therefore be built and tested within the GUI before implementing them as CLI calls in batch.

To output the results to a file use an extension to the query: “>> filepath”, so for example “FIND SERVER WHERE CINAME LIKE ‘SVR%’ >> servers.csv”

If the filepath contains spaces then wrap with double quotes, for example “FIND SERVER WHERE CINAME LIKE ‘SVR%’ >> “c:\server list.csv””.
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
